International students seeking to improve
their English and experience life in a British
boarding school are warmly invited to join
our Short-Term Immersion Programme. 

Designed for students aged 11 - 16 years, the
programme offers full integration into
mainstream academic lessons, following the
same timetable as their British peers. 

In addition, students benefit from English as
an Additional Language (EAL) support,
delivered one-to-one or in small groups for
three hours per week. 

Intensive, Personalised
Learning

The programme offers flexible
stays, providing an intensive
and immersive English learning
experience. EAL provision is
tailored to each student and
may be adapted based on
individual progress. Subject
lessons are taught in English,
enabling students to develop
language skills in a natural
classroom environment. 

At the end of their stay, each
student receives a detailed
study report highlighting their
academic progress and
overall development.

Our  International Study
Centre is at the heart of our
school and is where
international students
receive additional language
support from a team of
experienced EAL specialists.
These teachers work closely
with subject staff to ensure
that students are able to
access the full British
curriculum.

London
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Kent College is in South East England and
surrounded by 75 acres of beautiful
countryside near the quiet village of
Pembury. 

Kent College moved to its current location in
1939 and the beautiful Victorian manor
house is complemented by modern facilities
including a science block, music school, art
studios, 250 seat theatre, library, an indoor
swimming pool, two sports halls, all weather
astro pitch, fitness suite, outdoor confidence
course and dance studio. The 75-acre rural
site is surrounded by woodlands and is a
peaceful, safe and secure place to live and
study.

The school is just ten minutes from the
vibrant and historic spa town of Royal
Tunbridge Wells, renowned for its cultural
attractions, shops, cafes, theatre, and
cinema.
